Thank you for booking the Society’s tour of Eton College Chapel. I set out our programme and itinerary below.  
Wednesday, 22nd. August 2018
For convenience I will refer to the group travelling by train from London first and later in this letter refer those travelling independently.   
10.30 AM. Meet at Windsor & Eton Riverside station (served by trains from London Waterloo) 
I will meet you at the station.  I will wear a red cap so that you can easily identify me.  We will then walk over the River Thames at Eton Bridge and through Eton High Street to reach the main gate of Eton College where we will rest for a moment and thus provide time for any final checks. The walk is just over half a mile.   At 11 AM we will make our way to the Chapel where I will introduce you to Simon Sherold, the choir verger.  Mr Sherold will be our guide to the College chapel and will tell us about the history, architecture and other points of interest.  
For those not travelling by train.

Please note that there is no direct vehicular access to Eton from Windsor; Eton Bridge is pedestrian use only.  Motorists using the M4 motorway should follow signs to Eton and not make the mistake of coming off for Windsor.  There are a number of car parks in Eton available for public use; see attached.  

If you arrive before 11 AM, you are all welcome to come into the chapel on arrival and await the rest of the group.  You’ll find a lot to see in the chapel and plenty of pews to sit on. Please let the porters know that you are part of our group. 
If you arrive in Eton very early there are several coffee shops in the High Road.

There is an accessible WC in Brewhouse Yard; the porters, at the main entrance, will be able to direct you, or please ask Mr Sherold when you meet him. 

In addition, the College has a limited list of publications about the Chapel; a black and white guide booklet of the chapel and some information on paper all of which can all be obtained free from Mr Sherold or at the entrance of the chapel.
